Ask and answer at least three simple questions
a.3) Use appropriate facial expressions

a.4) Maintain visual attention throughout

b) Demonstrate the ability to give simple instructions or share information using ASL without
speaking.

Focus on clarity and adaptability.
b.1) Explain a simple task or activity in ASL
b.2) Confirm understanding through visual feedback

b.3) Adjust signing if misunderstood

c) Participate in a real or simulated interaction that requires communication without spoken
language (e.g., silent activity, role-play, or event support).
